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he establishment of Islamic
TUniversiTy College of Malaysia was

approved by the Board of Ministers
on 11 June 1997 and was gazetted on
12 March 1998. Its main objective is to
improve the quality of Islamic
education in this country.

Faculty of Shariah and Judiciary was
established in the first year of the
establishment of KUIM in academic
year 2000/2001. This faculty offers the
programme of Bachelor of Shariah and

Judiciary (Hons) (3 years). The first
academic session commenced in
2000/2001 with the intake of the first

batch of 255 students.

The name of Faculty Shariah and
Judiciary (FSK) has now been changed
to Faculty of Shariah and Law (FSU). This
faculty also offer the programmes of
Master of Shariah and Judiciary and
Doctor of Philosophy of Shariah and
Judiciary. At present, KUIM s
restructuring the faculty's bachelor
programme to increase the duration of
study to 4 years (8 semesters) and in
line with other new programmes.

The Bachelor of Shariah and Judiciary
(Hons) programme was introduced
based on the following considerations:

ESTABLISHMENT OF THE FACULTY
SHARIAH AND LAW (FSU)

Shariah Courses have long been taught
at the Public Institutions of Higher
Learning. Judicial course, on the other
hand, is considered a new component
conducted at the diploma level.
Therefore, it is essential to offer this
programme and teach both aspects
comprehensively at the degree level.

The aim of establishing the Jabatan
Kehakiman Syarie Malaysia (Islamic
Judicial Department of Malaysia) is to
improve the administration of Shariah
courts in Malaysia and experts in the

fields of both Shariah and Judiciary are
vital. Thus, this programme aims at
producing professionals in these two
important fields.

At present, the Islamic judicial system is
manned by experts who possess partly
knowledge in the general field of
Islamic studies. Therefore, it is hoped
that this programme will equip
graduates with formal knowledge and
understanding of the theories as well as
practical aspects of law and the
Islamic judicial system

The Bachelor of Shariah and Judiciary
(Hons) programme has never been
offered at any Public Institutions of
Higher Learning in Malaysia. Therefore,
KUIM is the first university to offer such
programme.

Objective of the Faculty:

. To produce graduates who are
capable and knowledgeable in
the fields of shariah and judiciary,
which include ‘ibadah,
mu amalat, munakahat, jinayat
and comparative laws.

. To produce graduates who are
competent and able to solve
problems related to the society
and country, especially those
pertaining to Islamic matters.

. To equip graduates with
knowledge of Islam and cultivate

their personalities with Islamic
principles.
. To produce experts in the fields of

Shariah and Judiciary who are
able to enter the job markef as
judges in Shariah courts,
registrars, Syari'e lawyers and
others related to the Islamic law.
With the new name, the faculty
will also produce qualified civil
lawyers.
