NEW PROGRAMMES OFFERED IN 2005/2006

The Faculty of Syariah and Law is among the earliest faculties established in KUIM. This Faculty offers academic programmes, which
covers two important areas of Syariah and Law that fulfill the traditional, current and professional needs. This year, the Faculty moves

forward and offers 3 new programmes, which are:

Bachelor Of Syariah And Law

The aim of this programme is to produce graduates
with integrated expertise in the field of Syariah and
Law both theoretically and practically. It also aims
to produce graduates with professional expertise and
qualifications and are able to practise both in the
Civil and Syariah legal system, to create world-class
graduates that are capable to fulfill the needs of
the society, government and private agencies. The
duration of study 1s five years or ten semesters.

Bachelor Of Figh And Fatwa

This programme 1s offered to produce qualified
and competent graduates in Figh and Fatwa, which
are able to apply traditional theoretical values to
contemporary issues especially on fatwa. The main
aim of the programme is to produce knowledgeable
and well skilled graduates in hukum syarak, which
are capable of understanding the turath writings
and solve issues practically and professionally, to
produce graduates that are able to think wisely,
to make judgments and to contribute in solving
contemporary problems faced by the governmental
departments, private sectors and the public in
general and to produce graduates that are capable
to promote and upgrade the fatwa institution and
maximising the application of Hukum Syarak
worldwide. It is a 4-year programme.

Diploma In Syariah Judicial And Advocatory Practice

This programme is offered to equip or to enhance the professional skills
given during the degree level (Bachelor of Syariah and Judiciary) or
other local qualifications, which are equivalent to it, especially in term of
practice in Syariah courts. It also provides Professional Advance Course to
candidates who graduated abroad in the field of Syariah or laws (which fulfill
Syariah needs), have not been exposed to the legal practice in Malaysia and
professional skills needed as Islamic legal practitioners in Malaysia.

This programme is also to fulfill the needs of professional training in Malaysia
to the legal service as lawyers and syarie judges or other positions in the legal
and judicial service in the State and Federal level. The duration of study is one
year or two semesters for full time students and two years or four semesters for
part timers with 36 credit hours. The maximum period for full time studies is
two years or four semesters and for part time, three years or six semesters. The
learning method used is teaching and learning in lecture rooms, moot activities
and mock trials, practical training in Syariah courts and also legal firms.



Our Faculty of Syanah & Law is now officially the largest faculty
in KUIM, with the most number of staff. However, being in a large
family doesn’t excuse one from knowing each other well. So, for the
first time 1n our faculty’s history, our Welfare Commuttee successfully
organised a Family Day for all our faculty staft.
