GOLDEN DUO A CATALYST FOR USIM

Two students, Faizah Azlina Asnawee and Parhana Jamaludin, have done Universiti Sains Islam Malaysia
(USIM) proud by winning gold medals in the Malaysian Universities Sports Council (Masum) Games held in
May.

Since USIM first competed in Masum in 2001, they had not won any medal except for a silver medal last
year. This year, they chalked up an unprecedented two gold, two silver and two bronze medals.

Their success in combat sports — Faizah and Parhana in silat olahraga and tackwondo respectively — has
spurred and driven USIM to make a concerted effort in uplifting the standard of sports on campus. Faizah
who won gold, competed in the 70-75 kg weight category. She took up the sport seriously late last year and
represented USIM in Universiti Putra Malaysia and Universiti Malaya Open championships and only struck
silver in the latter competition. “Those two championships were my early experiences in active competitions
and I felt I did fairly well and really enjoyed it.

“Now, I want to further improve myself by training on Tuesday and Saturday every week under coach Azman”, added the
20-years-old student. Faizah, the youngest and the only girl among five siblings, feels she has a long way to go before becoming
an accomplished silat exponent.

Winning the gold in the Masum Games had not only lifted her spirits but also infused a sense of pride, and the belief that there
is nothing impossible, even though she is a late starter in the sport. “I was overjoyed to win the Masum gold and the cash award
is proof enough of USIM’s aim to provide incentives to sports talents. “My immediate ambition is to win a place in the squad
for the Asean University Games in Hanoi in December. For the time being I will continue to train.”

Her colleague, Parhana, a final year student who excels in tackwondo and also a gold medalist in this year’s Masum Games feels
her dedication to the sport is beyond her father’s comprehension. Despite numerous objections, she persisted and finally
received the blessings of her father, who is a retired religious teacher. “My father was afraid that because of sports I might
neglect my studies. Being a pious man, he has reservations about women in sports. However. He has come to understand me
better and realizes where my interests lie.”

She started to learn the ropes of tackwondo while in Form Three and in USIM, she was quite reluctant as she was not sure of her
status. “In the secondary school my school club was under ITF and in USIM, they are under WTF. But after some clarification
I was finally convinced and represented USIM in 2005. “I was very happy that year as I was the only medal winner for USIM,”
said Parhana, who is the ninth among 12 siblings. She hopes to continue with her favourite sport after graduation and even if she
becomes a career woman she still hopes to be associated with it in whatever capacity. On behalf of the faculty we would like to
congratulate both of them, and hope to hear in the near futur good news about their performance.
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Al Ustaz Syed Ahmad Tarmizi Syed Omar will be
leaving for three years of academic leave to pursue
his study in Ph.D at the International Islamic
University Malaysia, in the Kulliya of Islamic
Revealed Knowledge & Human Sciences , Dept of
Quran & Sunnah.

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An Historical Review
of Umayyad Library

The beginning of Muslim libraries like those of the Jews and
Christians goes back to the collection of religious books, the Masjed
(Mosque) library of the early Muslim period developed into the
Madrasah and University libraries of the middle ages. By the time
prophet Muhammad (peace of Allah be upon him) passed away there
were only a few verses (Surahs) of the Holy Qura’an in written from,
some copies of letters sent to various rulers calling upon them to
accept Islam .

During the time of the early caliphs, the Holy Qur'an was compiled
under the Chairmanship of Zayd ibn Thabit in 30H/651 A.C. to be
enlisted as the first book in the history of Muslim libraries to which
were added copies of some treaties made with the people conquered
during the Khilafat period after the demise of the Prophet Muhammad
(peace of Allah be upon him). More than this could not be done as the
Muslims were pre-occupied in the expansion of Islam and setting up
their administrative affairs.

Although the collection of books and papers on history, biography,
laws and traditions begun as early as the days of Prophet Muhammad
(peace of Allah be upon him) and righteous Caliphs still the building
up of libraries and translation of books from Greek into Arabic began
under the Umayyads. By the time the Banu Umyyah came to power
the situation had improved and the Muslims came into close contact
with the Egyptians, Syrians,Greek and Persians, but they were yet
too busy with internal and external affairs, viz economic and social
problems that they hardly found time to devote to the establishment
of literary institutions except to the introduction and writing of a
number of books on grammar, religious traditions, historical and
geographical accounts, postal guides and translation of some Greek
works into Arabic.

With the expansion of Islam when the non-Arabs accepted Islam and
committed some orthographical mistakes in reciting their Holy
scripture, Basrah and Kufah schools had to introduce rules of
grammar for the new converts from the time of the third Caliph
Uthman. The first historical work Kitab al-Muluk - wa — Akhbar
al-Mada'in was written by ‘Adb bin Shari’ah b. Mu'awiyah. The latter’s
grandson khalid b.Yazid learnt chemistry from the Greek scholar of
Alexandria namely Marionis and Istafan al - Qadim translated for him
some Greek works into Arabic, Khalid also had a number of books on
philosophy and astronomy translated into Arabic from Greek and
Hebrew to enrich his own collection. He himself wrote books like
Kitab al-Harat, Kitab al-Sahifah al-Kabir and Kitab al- Sahifah
al-Saghir.

The Tafsir (commentary) of the Qur’an written by S’id b.Jubair was
preserved in the royal library of ‘Abd al-Malik b.Marwan, who had
engaged scholars for writing books on various subjects. Under ‘Umar
b. ‘Abd al - ‘Aziz, the teacher of Imam Zuhri, and ‘Asim b. ‘Umar
b.Qatadah. Ansari, gave lessons on Maghazi and Managib. A book of
his royal library written by Hakim Masir Joyah was translated from the
Syriac. On the death of Walid b. Yazid when his collections were
transferred from the library, the books written by Imam Zuhri alone
had to be transported laden on the backs of several asses and and
camels.

Under the Umayyads besides Khalid b. Yazith others were interested
in building up their private libraries. Abu ‘Amr ibn al-;Ala al-Ma'arri
(d.156/770), who had flourished towards the close of the Umayyad
rule, is recorded by Ibn Khallikan to have collected books filling one
of his rooms up to the ceiling.
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
