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WORKING VISITS TO THE MUFTI OFFICES OF THE NORTHERN

REGION OF PENINSULAR MALAYSIA

INFAD made a working visit to the Mufti offices in the
Northern region of Malaysia on 6 - 7 December 2005,
its sixth working visit program to the Offices of the Mufti
of Malaysia. The two-day working visit included visiting
the Mufti office of Pulau Pinang, the Mufti office of
Kedah as well as the Mufti Office of Perlis. The
delegatation of 11 members from INFAD was led by Y.
Bhg. Prof. Dr. Hj. Abdul Samat bin Musa, the acting
Director of INFAD and accompanied by the
Coordinators, Fellow researchers as well as the
assistant registrar of INFAD.

Upon arrival, the delegates were cordially greeted by
Tuan Haiji Ghazali bin Haji Saad, the Deputy Mufti of
Pulau Pinang and the staff of the Mufti Office of the
Pulau Pinang.

On the 7 December 2005, a visit was made to the Mufti
Office of Kedah, located at the Wisma PKNK, Alor Setar,
Kedah. The welcoming committee led by Y. Bhg. SS
Dato Paduka Syeikh Hasbullah bin Haji Abd. Halim,
the Mufti of Kedah, warmly received the delegates from
INFAD.

Later in the afternoon, a visit was made to the Mufti

In his speech, entitled “Upholding the Institution of
ljitihad and Fatwa: problems and Possibilities”, the
renowned Professor had highlighted and emphasized
two important key aspects which include the needs
for Muslims to have a clear understanding of the
functions and roles that ulamas and fatwa play in
relation to the community, and the responsibilities of
the ulamas in becoming wary of their role and not to
involve their self interest into the edict of fatwa.

Among the renowned scholars that presented their
papers during the first session of the seminar,
concerning the theme “The dynamics of Fatwa” include
Dr. Uthman EL-Muhammady, of IKIM, on the issue of
“Methods and Ethics in the Promulgation of Fatwa
among Ulama”, and Associated Professor Dr. Ahmad
Hidayat Buang, from the University of Malaya, on the
issue of “The Standardisation of Fatwa: Problems,
Possibilities and Solutions”. On the other hand, other
renowned presenter also included Datuk Sheikh
Ghazali Haji Abdul Rahman, the Director/Chief Justice
of the Syariah, from JKSM, on the topic of “Fatwa in
Muamalat and the Development of the Islamic Financial
Systems” during the second session of the seminar,
“Fatwa and Society”.

In the third session of the seminar, “Fatwa in the ASEAN
countries”, participants were able to gain insightful
experiences regarding fatwa management through the
discussions of the fatwa management paper by the
Mufti of Johor, Sahibus Samahah Dato’ Haji Noh Gadot
on the issue of “The Management of Fatwa: The
ASEAN experience (Malaysia)”, K.H.Ma’aruf Amin from
the Ulama Council of Indonesia on “The Management
of Fatwa : The ASEAN experience (Indonesia), the Mufti
of Cambodia Sahibus Samahah Haji Kamaruddin
Yusof, on “The Management of Fatwa : The ASEAN
experience (Cambaodia) and Dr. Ahmad Omar Chapakia
from Islamic College of Yala, Thailand on
the issue relating to “The Management
of Fatwa : The ASEAN experience |
(Thailand).

The session was further continued with
the seminar theme of “Fatwa and ®
Globalisation”, with the issue of “Fatwa
and the Negative Views of Islam”,
presented by the renowned Professor Dr.

Mohammad Said Ramadhan Al-Buti, from the
University of Damascus Syria, “Fatwa and the
Challenges of Globalisation”, by Profesor Suwito
Rakiyo from the Islamic State University, Indonesia,
and “Fatwa and the Solutions to the current world”, by
Dr. Mohamad Akram Laldin from The International
Islamic University of Malaysia.

The final session of the seminar focuses on the issue
of “Upholding the Fatwa Institution”, hence among the
issues highlighted in this session include a paper
entitled “Diversity of Fatwa — A Strength or Weakness?”,
presented by Dato Dr. Abdul Munir Yaacob of
SUHAKAM, and “Achieving Collaborative management
of Fatwa in ASEAN: MABIMS Experience” by Tuan Haji
Wan Muhamad Haiji Abdul Aziz. Other papers presented
during session also include that by KUIM's own
lecturers, Associated Professor Ali Yaakob Matondang
and Puan Najwa Hayaati Hj. Mohd Alwi .

Among the presenters of the Middle East that took part
in this seminar also include Professor Dr. Assadeq
Abdurranman Al-Ghairani of Al-Fateh University in
Libya.

Several resolutions were identified from the seminars,
this include issues of
strengthening the fatwa
institution as well as the fatwa
management for the benefit of
the Muslim society. This
resolution is also in line with
INFAD’s own objectives, in which
it aims to establish itself as a
respected body of research
institute in the research and management of fatwa. The
success of this seminar also, has given the opportunity
for INFAD to explore and identify future cooperation or
collaboration as well as intellectual
dialogues with renowned Islamic
scholars from Malaysia and that of
outside Malaysia, in relation to the
issue of encouraging the
understanding of global issues as well
as strengthening the consultation
aspect of the syarak hokum. As such,
the success of organizing such event
provides INFAD with the opportunity to
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establish its reputation as KUIM's centre of excellence
in initiating and inculcating awareness among the
society towards the different dimensions of fatwa and
the relationship of fatwa with the implementation of
Islamic regulation in our society.

The seminar was also able to successfully identify and
address the needs for expertise and management of
fatwa. Subsequently, meaningful cooperation in finding
solutions to the predicaments in the issue of fatwa in
Malaysia, specifically, and in ASEAN as w whole, was
also highlighted.
