KUIM’s inception was approved by the Malaysia
Government on 11 June 1997 and was gazetted on 13
March 1998. KUIM is the first Institutional of Higher
learning to be set up and fully sponsored by the
government in the early 21st century. It is also
Malaysia’s 12" public university in the country.

KUIM was founded to endeavor and to bring up the
prestige of Islamic studies inline with the development
of the nation’s education system which emphasized
on IT-enhanced teaching and research.

KUIM offers students a unique opportunity for academic
excellence and individual growth. The University is
committed to a rigourous, comprehensive approach
to higher learning. Indeed, the aim of the
establishment of the university is to provide a world
class quality education system. On the other hand, to
reach this vision, KUIM takes the effort to use English
and Arabic Language as the medium of instruction.

The first enrollment of the students started in the
year 2000 on the academic session 2000/2001 with
the number of 225 students and were being offered
in three major undergraduates programmes, namely
the Bachelor of Shariah and Judiciary with Honours,
Bachelor of Da'wah and Islamic Management with
Honours, Bachelor of Quran And Sunnah Studies with
Honours. Meanwhile, for the admission in the year
2001, the number of students increased to 553
students. In the year 2002, a new programme ,
namely Bachelor of Muamalat Administration offered
by KUIM.

The pioneer batch started their studies at the
temporary campus at Bangunan Institut Profesional
Baitulmal (IPB), Lot 1363, Jalan Perkasa Off, Jalan Kampung
Pandan, and 55100 Kuala Lumpur. The second batch,
totalling 553 students registered for the academic session
2001/2002.

To facilitate the increasing numbers of students, KUIM is
now situated at Menara A, Persiaran MPAJ, Pandan Indah,
55100 Kuala Lumpur for its administration as well as
academic purposes. Hostel for the students are Apartment
Riviera Il and lll, Taman Muda, Cheras, Kuala Lumpur.
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The reasons for the establishment of KUIM are as
follows:

® To produce Islamic scholars, who are
encyclopedic in nature, capable of guiding the
society and possess the potentials to lead the
development of the country.

® To bring back the tradition of Islamic knowledge
and to provide a suitable environment to produce
Muslims scholars and intellectuals who are
capable of disseminating and vast understanding
of Islam to the public.

® To be the centre of excellence in education,
research, publication and academic cooperation
at the national as well as the international levels
especially in area of Islamic studies.

® To maximize the use of ICT amongst the
administration, academic staff and students as a
foundation for a solid education system, in line with
the nation’s vision in developing an ICT
literate society.




CONCEPT AND SCOPE OF STUDIES

The basic teaching and learning concept of KUIM is
based on the integration of the knowledge of naqli and
akli in all its programmes. This unique concept is vital
in order to achieve its main objectives.

The emphasis is given to the proficiency in Arabic and
English languages in all Islamic studies programmes
besides the national language.

Knowledge is acquired in many ways — via the original
language in which the knowledge originated, traditional
and modern approaches, the understanding of Quran,
Sunnah and classical scriptures. All these sources of
knowledge are integrated comprehensively in the
process of teaching and learning.

KUIM, through its programmes will exclusively focus
on Islam as the guiding principles of teaching and
learning, and will integrate Islamic worldviews. This
will enable KUIM to produce graduates who are highly
charismatic and disciplined, possessing strong grasp
of both the Arabic and the English languages. This
will enable KUIM to be recognized locally and
internationally, in line with the government’s aim to be
the centre of academic excellence of the region.
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ACADEMIC PROGRAMME

In the first year of the establishment of KUIM i.e.
academic year 2000/2001, three programmes were
offered by three faculties, namely, the programme
Bachelor of Syariah & Judiciary (Honours), programme
Bachelor of Dakwah and Islamic Management
(Honours) and programme Bachelor of Quranic and
Sunnah Studies programme. In the academic year
2002/2003, KUIM will be offering a new programme
i.e. Bachelor of Muammalat Administration with
Honours under the establishment of a new faculty,
Faculty of Economics and Muamalat, with the aim to
develop Islamic Economy and Muammalat economy.

At present, KUIM has four faculties:

Besides being active organising seminars, KUIM
encourages its academicians to attend national and
international conferences organised by various
organizations inside and outside Malaysia. Priority is
given to seminars that are related to academician
issues, skills economy and education. The
academicians are expected to attend the seminars as
speakers, reporters, observers or as participants.

The Conference Committee also monitors and
processes all applications and the grant applications
submitted by the academicians. The outcome from
external conferences will be distributed to the relevent
parties to be shared amongst the university
community. On the other hand, the outcome of
conferences organised by KUIM will be submitted to
the National Archives, National Library and the
university collection.

Library Services

The library was set up together with the establishment
of KUIM to support learning processes, teaching and
researches. Efforts to develop the library collection have
been made to achieve 30,000 collections of titles in
the library and this is the main aim of planning of the
library.

To assist academicians to get sources of references
in KUIM, the library purchases Islamic reading
collections as well as general collections. The library
provides the collections in the form of printable and
non-printable collections such as CD-Roms, videos,
films, pictures and others.
