Once they’re stimulated, they take
off. So help your child to soar by creating an environment that honours the gifts you
know about — and tickles the ones that are just below the surface. When they are
recognized for their talents, they grow and perform, and produce amazing things.
When their gifts are underutilised, often they are bored and don’t reach their full
potential.
