The Ruler of Negeri Sembilan, HRH Tuanku Ja’afar ibni Al-Marhum Tuanku Abdul
Rahman and the Chancellor of KUIM, HRH Tuanku Najihah binti Tunku Besar
Burhanuddin, made a visit to the Islamic University College of Malaysia (KUIM) in
Bandar Baru Nilai on June 1, 2006.

The royal couple arrived at the university campus at approximately 11:00 am and
were met by the members of KUIM’s management who were led by the Chairman of
KUIM, Y. Bhg.

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AssociategBrofessor Dr. Alinied Mahir Mokhtar Bakri, the acting Director of

KUIM’s for Research & Conference Management (PPPP), was awarded the
prestigious edaille d’Argent (Silver Medal) by the jury of the 34eme Salon
International tions (34th International Exhibition of Inventions) on April

7, 2006 in Geneva, Switzerland. Dr. Mahir and his co-researchers won the award
for their invention of a kit that can determine the level of chilli hotness both
qualitatively and quantitatively.

Qualitatively, chilli extracts are obtained by grounding the chilli peppers, adding
the buffer and ethanol solutions and dipping a “ChilliSense” strip into this mixture
for three minutes. There are six possible colors than can appear on the strip, each
indicating the degree of hotness, which is caused by an element in chilli peppers
called capsaicin.

Dr. Mahir and his co-researchers, who are affiliated to the National University of
Malaysia (UKM), say that this invention will be beneficial to the food industry to
evaluate hotness of chillies without using the human sensory panel. The portable
kit can also be used by individuals to test for the degree of hotness in their food,
such as for example in curry dishes.

Dr. Ahmed Mahir Mokhtar Bakri, who was born in Ipoh, Perak, in 1947, graduated
with a Bachelor’s degree in crop science from Louisiana State University, U.S.A.,
after getting a diploma in agriculture from the (then) College of Agriculture in
Serdang (which later evolved to become the Agricultural University of Malaysia or
UPM). He studied for his Master’s degree in crop breeding at the University of
Missouri-Columbia, U.S.A., from where he also received his Ph.D in plant
resistance breeding. Before joining KUIM in 2003, Dr. Mahir worked for UKM.
Besides his administrative post as acting Director of PPPP, he is also an academic
staff member of KUIM’s Faculty of Science & Technology.

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KUIM PERSONALITY PROFILE:
Y. BHG. TAN SRI DR. MOHAMAD YUSOF NOOR

At KUIM’s last annual book launch ceremony, which
was held in December 2005, Tan Sri Dr. Mohamad
Yusof Noor, the Chairman of KUIM, said in his
address to the audience that he “always felt very happy
in the company of scholars” referring to the book and
article writers and editors who were to receive awards
on that day for their scholarly contributions during
2005.

For someone like Tan Sri Yusof , who spent a good
number of years in academia and an equally long time
in the political arena, it is rather interesting to hear him
say that he felt happy when he was with scholars. One
might ponder if Tan Sri Yusof prefers to be an
academician or a politician. Or is he one of those
people in politics who are scholars at heart? It is
difficult to say, but perhaps the reader can decide for
himself after delving a little into a brief account of Tan
Sri Yusof’s life so far.

Born on February 5, 1941, in Besut, Terengganu,
Mohamad Yusof bin Haji Mohamad Noor was
destined to start a career in Islamic religious studies
when he enrolled in the Muslim College of Klang in
1958. Four years later, after graduating from the
Muslim College, he started working as a secondary
school teacher at the Ittifakiah Jertih secondary
school, located in his hometown of Besut, Tereng-
ganu.

Higher Education Years

The urge to read and study religion in greater detail led
him to leave Malaysia in 1964 to study for a Master’s
degree in Usuluddin (fundamentals of religion) at Al-
Azhar University in Cairo, Egypt. And since he
started his professional career as a teacher, he sought
an important teacher’s qualification by studying for a
Diploma in Education after he earned his M.A. degree
in 1966.

In 1968, Encik Mohamad Yusof Noor returned to his
native land, Malaysia, armed with a Master’s from
Al-Azhar and a Diploma in Education from Ain
Shams University of Cairo. He straight on went to
work as a teacher at Padang Midin secondary school in
Kuala Terengganu before becoming the principal of
the Negeri Terengganu secondary religious school,
also located in Kuala Terengganu.

In 1970, he moved from the East Coast to the capital
city to become a teacher at Setapak High School in
Kuala Lumpur, and a tutor at the newly-formed
National University of Malaysia (UKM).

In the following year, he embarked on a course of
studies that would lead him to get the Ph.D degree.
However, unlike most Malaysian students of a
religious education background, he did not choose
Al-Azhar University, but instead opted for Cairo

University.

Cairo University was established as a non-religious
upiversity in 1908, and is Egypt’s second oldest
university after Al-Azhar. Its campus, located on the
west bank of the River Nile and situated next to the
Giza Zoological Gardens and the Orman Botanical
Park, is considered one of the most beautiful univer-
sity campuses in Egypt. Built at a time when Egypt
was greatly influenced by both French and British
culture due to colonialism, the university buildings

display many elements of European architecture.
Among the alumni of Cairo University over the years
are some of Egypt’s leading personalities, including
cabinet ministers, high court judges, scientists and
literary figures.

Despite the fact that Encik Yusof Noor was a doctorate
student at Cairo University at a time when Egypt was
embroiled in a military conflict with Israel culminat-
ing in the October 1973 War, he managed to push on
with his studies until he earned his Ph.D in the
Philosophy of Sufism in 1974.

Upon his return to Malaysia, Dr. Yusof Noor was
promoted to the post of a lecturer at UKM, and in the
following year he became the Dean of the Faculty of
Islamic Studies at UKM. He was Dean for four years
before he was appointed as the Deputy Vice-
Chancellor of UKM from 1979 through 1984. As a
Deputy Vice-Chancellor, he attended a special univer-
sity administration course at the Strathclyde Business
School, Scotland, in 1981.

A Political Career

That same year Dr. Yusof Noor’s life arrived at an
important junction when he was appointed as a deputy
minister in the Prime Minister’s department. This
appointment and a later appointment as a Senator
signaled the onset of a political career.

From 1987 through 1990, he served as Minister in the
Prime Minister’s department while simultaneously
holding the position of Chairman of the Federal
Territory Islamic Religious Council. In 1990 Dato’ Dr.
Yusof Noor joined the Mahathir cabinet as Minister of
Public Enterprises. He remained as a member of the
cabinet for five years, after which he became a consul-
tative member of the Terengganu state government
and a member of the state legislative council
representing the constituency of Kg. Raja, Besut.

Being in politt
government also )
was active at the party level. He was United
Malays National Organization (UMNO) Chief for
the Setiu division from 1986 through 1990, during
which he was also the parliamentary representative
for Setiu. Since 1987 he has been a member of the
UMNO Supreme Council. While he was the
Minister of Public Enterprises, he also served as the
Member of Parliament for the Besut constituency
and as UMNO Chief for Besut for almost nine
years.

Tan Sri and KUIM

At the beginning of the third millennium , Tan Sri
Yusof Noor was selected to become the Chairman
of the Islamic University College of Malaysia
(KUIM). As Chairman of KUIM, he has been
involved in the long-term planning and the physical
growth of the university since 2000. He also
frequently visits the university campus to attend
various meetings and to meet regularly with the
academic and administrative staff.

Besides being the Chairman of KUIM, Tan Sri
Yusof Noor has also been the Chairman of the
country’s biggest state plantation group, the
Federal Land Development Authority (FELDA),
since 2001 when he had turned 60. FELDA is the
largest producer of crude palm oil in Malaysia, and
is also involved in palm oil milling and refining, as
well as in the manufacture of rubber products,
cocoa powder, compound fertilizers and refined
sugar.

Tan Sri Yusof Noor has received numerous awards,
among them are the Kastria Mangku Negara
(KMN) in 1979, the Johan Mangku Negara (JMN)
in 1981, and the Darjah Kebesaran Panglima Setia
Mahkota (PSM) in 2002. He has also received
various honors and awards from the states of
Negeri Sembilan, Selangor and Terengganu. In
1988, he was awarded the “Star of Arts and
Sciences” by President Hosni Mubarak of Egypt.

In the community service arena, Tan Sri Yusof
Noor has been involved in various welfare
organizations, and for almost eight consecutive
years he was the Chairman of the national-level and
the international-level Qur’an Reading Competi-
tion, both of which have become annual events in
Malaysia.

In 2003, Tan Sri Yusof Noor published his book
entitled “Al-Manhaj As-Sufi fi Al-Akhlaq™ (The
Sufi Methodology of Morals). Before that he had
published books and articles about Sufism, as well
as presented working papers at seminars dealing
with education, Islamic studies and community
studies.

Despite having had such an illustrious career in
both academia and in politics, Tan Sri Yusof Noor
remains modest, gracious, and surprisingly down to
earth. His smiling face and easy-going attitude
belie the fact that the man was once a federal
cabinet minister. In his official and casual
meetings with the staff of KUIM, he has exhibited
a much-welcomed sense of humor that often
instantly turned mundane meetings into more
interesting gatherings. His fluency in Arabic
means that he is as equally approachable to
KUIM’s Arabic-speaking lecturers as he is to the
university’s majority Malay-speaking Malaysian
staff.

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The Minister of Higher Education, YB Dato’ Mustapa Mohamed, met with the university’s
academic staff at a special gathering held in one of the FKP Building’s lecture halls on May 31,

Dato’ Mustapa, in his address to the staff, talked about the possibility of the modification of the
“university college” title of KUIM to become a “university”, taking into account that KUIM
has grown by leaps and bounds in the past six years since its establishment in 2000.

With regard to language proficiency, the Minister emphasized that in present day Malaysia,
there is a dire need for university graduates who are capable of speaking in several languages
other than Malay. He stressed the importance of having graduates who are fluent in Arabic to
aid in Malaysia’s growing trade and cooperation with the Arab countries in particular, and the

Dato’ Mustapa also touched on the issue of making courses that are taught to be more realistic
and practical, adding that courses that are entirely theoretical may need to undergo some
changes. Furthermore, he said that internships and industrial training are useful elements that
help students get a taste of real life application of what they learn in the classroom.

At the end of the hour-long gathering, Dato’ Mustapa launched KUIM’s Code of Ethics book,
a guidebook for the university staff on service values, work ethics, and employee responsibili-
ties. The 85-page guidebook has been distributed to all the staff of the university.
