Malaysia sekarang ini telah diktiraf sebagai negara
perdagangan ke 18 terbesar di dunia dan dihormati sebagai
model negara Islam dan membangun yang dianggap progresif
dan berjaya.

Penubuhan MPS merupakan syarat dari segi undang-undang
kepada setiap bank yang menawarkan produk perbankan
Islam berdasarkan seksyen 3 (5) (b) Akta Bank Islam 1983
bagi bank-bank Islam, seksyen 124 (7) Akta Bank dan Institusi
Kewangan 1989 bagi bank konvensional yang terlibat dengan
Skim Perbankan Islam, dan seksyen 16B Akta Bank Negara
(Pindaan) 2003 bagi Bank Negara Malaysia.

Objektif utama penubuhan MPS ialah untuk menasihati institusi
kewangan Islam mengenai hal ehwal syariah dan juga untuk
memastikan bank-bank menepati rukun-rukun dan syarat-
syarat Syariah di dalam operasi mereka termasuk perniagaan
perbankan Islam, perniagaan kewangan lIslam, perniagaan
pembangunan kewangan Islam dan lain-lain perniagaan yang
berteraskan prinsip-prinsip Syariah.

Dari segi prosedur, kebiasaannya Mesyuarat MPS akan
diadakan sekali sebulan bergantung kepada institusi
kewangan Islam masing-masing.

Abdul Karim: Tan Sri, are we going to
evaluate the fatwas we collect in some
way as to their reliability? Will it be
enough just to access the full range of
fatwas without knowing which fatwa
we should follow, which is the more
reliable fatwa?

Tan Sri Yusuf Noor: Any analysis
must be enlightening. There is no point
preparing analysis without reliability.
But the reliability will depend on the
personnel we choose to do the analysis.
It’s not going to be simple, but we have
to identify the steps to be taken by
INFAD. Analysis is the most important
stage in INFAD. Collecting fatwas is
not difficult; it’s just a matter of time.
If we have good access to everybody,
and if we get cooperation from those
we think would like to help us get the
collection done, then we should not
have major problems in collecting the
fatwas. The most difficult stage is the
analysis. We need to come up with
analysis that will be valuable to the
potential users.

Inthe second stage of the implementation
of INFAD, we need to engage people
with expertise in the relevant areas.
The INFAD committee will discuss
this in detail. As a matter of guideline,
it is impossible to do everything in a short
time. Wecanguidethe nstituteregarding
the areas to be focused on first. We need
to know, for instance, how Islam looks
at cloning. The latest developments in
the Muslim community now relate to
scienceand new technology, including
biotechnology. Organ transplanting is
another example. The analysis should
focus on these areas first. We can then
extend the analysis to other areas,
based on demand.

Before coming to this stage, we need
to find experts in the field of Islam and
science. People must have background
pertaining to this area. Moreover, the
analysis cannot be completed by a
single person. It must be a team effort.
Suppose we want to analyze fatwas on
cloning, for instance. After collecting
the relevant fatwas, we have to set
up a panel of people with a variety
of backgrounds, so they can provide
different perspectives, each according
to his or her area. After considering
14 we draw the conclusions. So
our focus is on the reliability of the
analysis.

What is important is that the people
who are going to do the analysis are
people with expertise in the relevant

area. We cannot just take anybody. If

we need to take people from outside
of Malaysia, it is not a problem. If we
cannot find people here to do analysis

from the scientific or medical point of

view, we can engage suitable experts
from abroad.

We have to be very careful about one
thing. We will not agree to any analysis
that does not meet certain standards.
We have to have a benchmark.
Although it’s difficult for me to define
the benchmark, the basic requirement
is people with authority. So that when
we complete the analysis, there will be
no reason for people to say, “we cannot
accept this authority,” especially if the
people who want to reject our analysis
are less qualified than the people who
do the analysis. How can people with
less knowledge reject the conclusions
of people with more knowledge? By
people with authority I mean people
with enough experience, academically

acceptable, and impartial — that means
withoutapersonal interestinthe subject.
We will not permit controversial figures
to do the analysis.

These are among the factors we have
to consider to make INFAD effective
as a center for strengthening the fatwa
institution. The formation of this
institute, we have to emphasize, that
does not mean that we are not happy
with any fatwas. On the contrary,
we want to strengthen the fatwa
institution. Fatwa has become very
important, especially after the death
of the prophet, s.a.w. But we need to
make sure that the people who use this
instrument are people with expertise.
It’s not just anybody who can come
and make pronouncements without any
basis.

Not everyone may agree with our
conclusions, but let the public form their
own opinion, whether they consider the
analysis made by INFAD as reasonable
or not. I don’t see why people should
find our conclusions unacceptable if
the analysis is completed by people
with authority and an indisputable
background. The views of those who
reject our analysis should be rejected,
but not INFAD. We have a long way to
g0, but we believe it can be done. What
we need is cooperation.

We know we are not everything, and
that scholars from other institutions
may consider us as students. But we are
not facing any problems in terms of the
contribution of ideas. We want people to
come and talk to us — including scholars
from other countries — to share their
knowledge with us. We will apprecmte
their views. In fact, we plan to invite
various scholars to KUIM from time
to time. We have allocations to engage
experts in different fields from outside.
We will give them certain assignments
and, a]thou"h they are hired based on
the needs of the faculties, they can help
strengthen INFAD through their field.
We have identified a few people but
have yet to decide. Without a proper
plan, however, it will take longer
to make INFAD effective. We need
cooperation from everybody in terms
of expertise and contributions.



INFAD is not just about fatwa. It is one
of our efforts to make Muslims more
comfortable. Islam does not belong to
one race only. Although in Malaysia
we are the majority, in many countries
Muslims constitute only a minority of
the population. The world is becoming
a global village, a borderless society.
It will be difficult for us to include
fatwas from communities that do not
take into consideration the borderless
world. In Malaysia, for example, we
have fourteen states and each issues
its own fatwas. This I think is a purely
Malaysian problem. Although we live
in different states as prescribed by the
constitution, we hope that through
this INFAD we can move forward and
unify the Muslims. They should be
comfortable regardless of whether they
live in Kelantan, Johor, or Terengganu.
We hope that INFAD, without personal
interest, can contribute to making the
future generation of Muslims more
comfortable. Trying to achieve this in
other ways — by forming other types
of institutes — may lead to problems or
misconceptions about such groupings.
But INFAD does not belong to any
person. There is nothing personal
about it; its intention is purely to serve
the Muslim community through a
university. In fact, we are fortunate that
this area has still not been taken up. So,
[ thank God.

We have nine muftis ‘in Malaysia.
How can we help them become more
enthusiastic about their job? They face
many constraints in trying to achieve
their objectives, such as working with
limited resources, including human
resources. In addition, the resources
available to them are generally confined
to various administrative tasks. So
KUIM is very fortunate to have this
opportunity to serve the community.

I hope that all muftis can benefit from
this. In fact, the service offered by
INFAD isnot only for Malaysia. INFAD
can be of help outside of Malaysia,
too. We understand and appreciate the
various schools of thought in Islam
such as the Shafie school, the Shia and
others. But in order to make our service
accessible to everybody we have to use
modern electronic media.

Abdul Karim: Do you foresee, Tan Sri,
that we may be able to invite some of
the world mufftis for a panel conference,
to give papers? Is that a possibility?

Tan Sri Yusuf Noor: We are open to
good suggestions not only to serve
INFAD, but to enable everybody with
expertise to contribute. At present, we
are in a position whereby we can do
this. We have stability and there are
no restrictions on us. In fact, we are
encouraged to do this. But we cannot
just walk away from our regular jobs
or duties. Sometimes we ask our
lecturers to do jobs other than what
we hired them to do. We need to look
into opportunities that can benefit
everybody, the visiting experts and our
regular staff. Even though they come
from different backgrounds or belong
to different faculties, there must be a
time for them to come together and have
discussions that can benefit everybody.
We welcome any idea to bring people
with authority for a gathering of
worldmuftis. But [ want to be clear on
this. We have a good platform here.
We can organize sessions like that. But
we have to learn from them, not to tell
them; we’re not teaching them. And
they can make use of INFAD as their
vehicle, too. If they have ideas, they
can send them to us. Before asking for
their fatwas, we will inform them that
we always welcome expert opinion,
that we will appreciate their opinions
and, as a matter of procedure, record
them. Sometimes they have ideas, they
issue fatwas, and nobody knows about
those fatwas. But if we have something
like a gathering of world muftis, we
can announce that whenever any mufti
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issues a fatwa, he can immediately fax
it to INFAD and we will record it. This
way, we can have the latest opinions of
the muftis, the world muftis.

We have to have direct contact from
time to time. This is not just about fatwa.
We have to know what’s happening in
Bosnia or what’s happening to Muslims
in Australia. They have muftis there,
too; I met them. We are familiar with
our country, but we should not forget
about Muslims and muftis in other
countries, such as Germany or Kuwait.
Of course they may be considered
as muftis only in their respective
communities. But they are still muftis
because their community considers
them muftis. I think all muftis will
be able to perform better if they can
access our database of fatwas. Through
fatwas Muslims can become more
united. We should not look down on
other Muslims, such as what happens
sometimes in Saudi Arabia during the
pilgrimage. 1 am Malay, and | heard
some Malays looking down on other
Muslims practicing ibadah or hajj
differently. They said, “Oh they don’t
know anything, the people from that
country, they pray like that — it’s not
acceptable in Islam.” How can they say
that? We don’t know them. And in fact
this is a Muslim world. They have to
understand that. So we have to do away
with such attitudes. If a certain practice
is doubtful, INFAD can come in and
offer the best solution. This is an easy
way to settle our differences. There
may still be groupings, but let them be.
INFAD can contribute for the sake of
the long-term survival and well-being
of our ummah. It is very important.

THE SYARIAH ADVISORY
COUNCIL (SAC) AS A
FATWA INSTITUTION

Malaysia has become the 18th largest trading nation in the
world. Respected as a model Islamic developing country,
progressive as well as successful, Malaysia aspires to
become an “Islamic Banking Hub.” In order to realize
this aspiration, Malaysia has implemented the legal and
shariah framework to facilitate the development of Islamic
banking.

[slamic banking requires the necessary support
infrastructure. One of the most important parts of this
infrastructure is the Shariah Advisory Council (SAC). The
SAC comprises figh scholars, lawyers and academicians.
Its members advise banks on compliance with the shariah
in all aspects of Islamic banking.

The establishment of the SAC is a statutory requirement
for all banks that offer Islamic banking. This applies to
[slamic banks, pursuant to section 3 (5) (b) of the Islamic
Banking Act, 1983, Islamic banking scheme banks pursuant
to section 124 (7) of the Banking and Financial Institution
Act, 1989, and the Central Bank of Malaysia, pursuant to
section 16B of the Central Bank Act (Amendment), 2003.

The primary objectives of the SAC include advising
Islamic financial institutions on shariah matters and
ensuring compliance with the shariah in Islamic banking,
Islamic finance or in any other business based on shariah

principles.

The SAC generally meets once a month, depending on
the particular Islamic financial institution. The Council
members discuss new as well as existing products and
services, documentation, implementation of policies
and banking operations. The SAC obtains the relevant
documentation from the respective Islamic financial
institutions at least one week before the meeting. A shariah
officer records minutes of the meeting. Any findings or
resolutions are compiled and forwarded to the respective

banks.

Even though most of the SAC members in Malaysia are
syafie figh scholars, they practice a liberal approach with
respect to the various schools of Islamic jurisprudence
(mazahib) in passing any resolution or ruling. In order
to meet the current needs of Islamic banking and the
requirements of the shariah, it is very important for the
SAC not to restrict itself only to the mazhab syafie.

The SAC as a fatwa institution plays a very important role
in Islamic financial institutions. The designation of any
product as Islamic as well as the legality of documeptation
and operations, depend on the findings and resolutions of
the SAC. It is hoped that the establishment of the SAC in
each Islamic financial institution will further enhance the
growth of the [slamic banking industry in Malaysia.

The research intends to evaluate the procedures
in issuing fatwa (religious advisory opinion)
pertaining to a series of medical issues from 1998
to 2003. Besides that, the cooperation between
the National Fatwa Council, otherwise known
as the Majlis Fatwa Kebangsaan and medical
experts in producing fatwa on medical issues will
also be highlighted. Simultaneously, this research
foresees any suggestions and recommendations
given earlier by medical experts that have been
taken into consideration before the issuance of a
fatwa. The research shall only deal with the fatwa
on medical issues that have been decided upon in
consultation with the Majlis Fatwa Kebangsaan
during the afore-mentioned period.

Findings from the research reveal that there is
strong cooperation between the two parties.
Therefore, our Muslim society should never doubt
the credibility and competence of the National
Fatwa Council in getting solutions related to
current issues, particularly, medical issues.

Among suggestions mentioned in the research:

- It is important to ensure that any fatwa related
to the medical issues is researched thoroughly
as preparation to tackling any questions that may
arise from the public.

- There is a need to have permanent researchers
who work with the National Fatwa Council
conducting research to suit current needs.

- It is vital for the National Fatwa Council
and experts in the respective fields to work
collaboratively in their efforts to issue fatwa so
as to gain the respect of the public.
