Jawatankuasa Fatwa Wilayah Persekutuan.

Objektif utama lawatan ini adalah untuk menjalinkan
hubungan dua hala dengan pihak Jabatan Mufti Wilayah
Persekutuan.

PENGELUARAN fatwa di Malaysia diletakkan di bawah
satu badan yang dikenali dengan nama Jawatankuasa Fatwa
Majlis Kebangsaan Bagi Hal Ehwal Ugama Malaysia.
Manakala di peringkat negeri institusi fatwa adalah badan
hukum tertinggi bagi menjamin pematuhan umat Islam
kepada fatwa yang telah diputuskan. Jawatankuasa FATWA
ditubuhkan pada awal 1970 mengikut Perkara 11- Peraturan
Maijlis Kebangsaan bagi Hal Ehwal Islam Malaysia (MKI).
Jawatankuasa FATWA adalah badan pengeluar fatwa per-
ingkat kebangsaan dan dipengerusikan oleh Y.Bhg. Dato’
Dr. Ismail Ibrahim dan dianggotai oleh para Mufti dan alim
ulama. Tugas Jawatankuasa FATWA adalah untuk menim-
bang, membuat keputusan dan mengeluarkan fatwa kepada
apa-apa perkara berkenaan agama Islam yang dirujuk
kepada Majlis Raja-Raja.

Terdapat 2 kaedah Pengeluaran Fatwa di Malaysia iaitu
melalui Arahan Mesyuarat Majlis Raja-raja dan Tanpa
Arahan Mesyuarat Majlis Raja-raja. Kaedah pertama akan
digunakan apabila Majlis Raja-Raja menitahkan supaya
Jawatankuasa Fatwa MKI mengeluarkan fatwa tentang
sesuatu isu yang timbul dalam masyarakat. Majlis
Muzakarah Fatwa akan diadakan dan apabila majlis berse-
tuju mengeluarkan fatwa maka fatwa berkenaan akan
dirafa'kan kepada mesyuarat Majlis Raja-Raja melalui
MKI.. Fatwa yang telah diterima oleh Majlis Raja-Raja
akan dibawa kepada Majlis Fatwa negeri-negeri tanpa boleh
dipinda dan seterusnya akan diwartakan oleh negeri berke-
naan. Manakala kaedah kedua akan digunakan apabila ter-
dapat permohonan daripada masyarakat Islam sendiri con-
tohnya seperti Fatwa Pengharaman Pengklonan Manusia.

Sumber rujukan utama bagi mengeluarkan fatwa adalah
Al-Quran, Al-Sunnah, Al-Iima’ dan Al-Qiyas selain
merujuk pendapat para sahabat, tabiin, imam-imam atau
melalui ijtihad jama'i. Fatwa adalah urusan dan tang-
gungjawab negeri. Oleh itu, setiap negeri mempunyai
undang-undang pentadbiran Islam sendiri termasuk
institusi fatwa. Umat Islam perlu mematuhi fatwa yang
diwartakan jika tidak, tindakan undang-undang boleh
dikenakan.

SEBAGALI salah sebuah negara yang
mempunyai bilangan penduduk Islam
yang tinggi, isu pengurusan fatwa dili-
hat sebagai isu penting. Di Indonesia,
terdapat tiga organisasi besar yang pen-
ting. dalam memberikan input berke-
naan kemajuan umat dan bangsa
Indonesia iaitu, Muhammadiyah,
Nahdatul Ulama dan Majelis Ulama
Indonesia. Setiap organisasi ini mem-
punyai hasil kajian keagamaan yang
berbeza dengan istilah yang berbeza
iaitu Tarjih (Muhammadiyah), Bahsul
Masail (Nahdatul Ulama) dan Fatwa
(Majelis Ulama Indonesia). Walaupun
ketiga-tiga organisasi ini menggunakan
istilah yang berbeza, rumusan hasil
kajian keagamaan dilakukan secara
kolektif dengan menggunakan proses,
tatacara dan manhaj yang berbeza.
Perbezaan ini harus dilihat dengan posi-
tif kerana ianya dianggap sebagai mem-
perkaya khazanah pemikiran Islam.
Adapun Tarjih merupakan salah
satu bahagian daripada organisasi
Muhammadiyah. Di dalam mengambil
sesuatu keputusan, Majlis Tarjih ter-
lebih dahulu melakukan proses pengka-
jian pada peringkat rendah, kemudian di
mesyuaratkan lagi pada peringkat di
atasnya dan seterusnya pada peringkat
negara yang disebut dengan Muktamar
Tarjih. Permasalahan yang dibicarakan
adalah berupa usulan dari ahli anggota
atau pimpinan dan juga berupa pilihan
topik kajian yang ditetapkan oleh
Pimpinan Pusat. Dalam menetapkan
sesuatu ketentuan hukum, Majlis Tarjih
tidak menetapkan diri pada suatu
mazhab atau aliran tertentu, namun
pendapat imam-imam Mazhab dan para
ulama dapat menjadi bahan pertimba-
ngan jika ia bersesuaian dengan isi kan-
dungan al-Qur'an dan as-Sunnah.
Untuk memantapkan, segala keputusan
yang ditetapkan oleh Majlis Tarjih,
maka ia berlaku setelah dikuatkuasakan

oleh Pimpinan Pusat Muhammadiyah.
Sesiapa pun di beri peluang untuk mem-
perbetulkan keputusan yang telah diam-
bil dan akan diterima sekiranya ia dapat
mengkemukakan dalil yang lebih kuat.
Berbeza dengan Tarjih
(Muhammadiyah), sistem pengambilan
keputusan dalam  Bahsul Masail
(Nahdatul Ulama) dapat dilakukan de-
ngan taqrir jama'i atau ilhaq ataupun
dengan istinbat. Tagrir jama'i dilakukan
terhadap permasalahan yang jawapan-
nya secara tekstual terdapat didalam
al-Kutub al-Mu'tabarah. Sedangkan
ilhag dimaksudkan adalah ilhag al-
masail bi nadzariha iaitu
menghubungkan permasalahan dengan
persoalan-persoalan figh yang sudah
ada jawapannya di dalam buku-buku
yang muktabar. Manakala istinbat pula
bermaksud ialah menetapkan sesuatu
hukum syara' dengan menggunakan
al-gawa'id al-fighiyyah dan al-gawa'id
al-ushuliyyah. Di kalangan ulama
Nahdatul Ulama, istilah istinbath tidak
begitu popular kerana ia dipandang
sebagai kuasa Mujtahid Mutlag (ulama-
ulama terdahulu) dan bagi menggan-
tikannya mereka menggunakan istilah
ittifag hukum. Ini kerana menurut pan-
dangan mereka kemampuan ulama ter-
dahulu dalam mengkaji hukum adalah
langsung melalui al-Qur'an dan Hadith,
berlainan dengan ulama sekarang yang
hanya mampu mengkaji di atas hasil
pengkajian ulama dahulu tersebut.
Prosedur penetapan fatwa bagi
Majlis Ulama Indonesia (MUI), menen-
tukan bahawa setiap masalah yang di-
sampaikan kepada bahagian fatwa hen-
daklah terlebih dahulu dipelajari dengan
cermat dan teliti oleh anggota bahagian
atau kumpulan khas sekurang-
kurangnya satu minggu sebelum
disidangkan. Masalah yang telah jelas
hukumnya (qgath'i), maka bahagian
fatwa akan menyampaikan seba-

Buletin INFAD e Kolej Universiti Islam Malaysia (KUIM)
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gaimana adanya. Fatwa akan gugur
sekiranya didapati ada nas al-Qur'an dan
as-Sunnah yang bertentangan dengan
fatwa itu. Bagi permasalahan yang ter-
jadi khilafiah di kalangan mazhab, yang
difatwakan adalah hasil tarjih (yang
terkuat) setelah memperhatikan figh
mugaran (perbandingan figh) dengan
menggunakan kaedah-kaedah usul figh.
Setelah dilakukan pembahasan secara
mendalam dan komprehensif serta
memerhatikan pendapat dan pandangan
yang berkembang dalam sidang barulah
bahagian fatwa akan menetapkan kepu-
tusan fatwa. Setiap keputusan fatwa
yang dikeluarkan oleh bahagian akan
dikuat kuasakan setelah mendapat kelu-
lusan oleh Dewan Pimpinan Majlis
Ulama Indonesia dengan mengeluarkan
Surat Keputusan Fatwa secara rasmi.

Kesimpulannya, ketiga-tiga organ-
isasi ini adalah merupakan kelompok
terbesar dalam pengurusan dan perkara
yang berkaitan dengan fatwa di
Indonesia. Meskipun istilah atau nama
panggilan yang digunakan untuk tujuan
tersebut adalah berbeza, namun hakikat-
nya mereka membicarakan tentang
fatwa.

Secara keseluruhannya, kertas
kerja ini memberikan gambaran umum
tentang prosedur serta organisasi yang
bertanggungjawab mengenai penetapan
Fatwa di Indonesia. Kajian mengenai
pengurusan Fatwa adalah amat penting
dalam meningkatkan kemajuan dan ker-
jasama umat Islam di rantau Asia
khususnya dan di seluruh dunia amnya.

TERDAPAT 3 bentuk atau kategori fatwa di Malaysia iaitu
dalam bentuk jawapan kepada soal jawab yang dikemukakan,
fatwa hasil mesyuarat dan fatwa yang diwartakan secara
rasmi. Kebiasaannya, penyelidikan fatwa di Malaysia
meliputi aspek pentadbiran, kuasa perundangan dan pe-
nguatkuasaan fatwa, kaedah pembinaan fatwa, peranan dan
juga kesan fatwa kepada masyarakat. Namun begitu, tidak
banyak penyelidikan yang bersifat analisis. Antara persoalan
yang ditimbulkan oleh pembentang adalah berapakah jumlah
sebenar fatwa yang terdapat di Malaysia, di manakah fatwa-
fatwa ini disimpan dan sejak bila fatwa mula dikeluarkan.
Oleh itu, pembentang mencadangkan agar semua fatwa
dikumpul dan disusun mengikut bab atau bidang dan bukan-
nya berdasarkan tahun fatwa tersebut dikeluarkan. Antara
cabaran yang dihadapi dalam pengurusan fatwa pada masa ini
adalah masalah pengumpulan fatwa, kurang komitmen (tiada
kakitangan sepenuh masa), peruntukan kewangan yang tidak
mencukupi dan kekangan oleh prosedur perundangan
memandangkan fatwa merupakan dokumen kerajaan.

Reality and
Its Challenges
in Malaysia

THE issuance of fatwa in Malaysia is placed under
the responsibility of the Fatwa Committee of the
National Council on Islamic Affairs in Malaysia.
While at the state level, fatwa institution is the highest
legal body that ensure the Muslims adhere to the fatwa
issued. FATWA committee was established in early
70s according to Article 11- Peraturan Majlis
Kebangsaan bagi Hal Ehwal Islam Malaysia (MKI).
The FATWA committee is the body that issues fatwa
at national level and chaired by Y.Bhg. Dato” Dr.
Ismail Ibrahim, with the Muftis and Ulamas as the
committee members. The role of the committee is to
consider, make decision and issue fatwas on any mat-
ters related to Islam that is referred to the Council of
Malay Rulers.

There are two methods of fatwa issuance in Malaysia
that are through Arahan Mesyuarat Majlis Raja-Raja
(By the Order of the Royal Council) and Tanpa
Arahan Mesyuarat Majlis Raja-Raja (.Without the
Order of the Royal Council). The former method will
be used when the Royal council orders the MKI Fatwa
Committee to issue fatwa on public issues raised. The
committee will meet to discuss and issue related fatwa
that is already presented before the Royal Council
through MKI. The fatwa agreed by the Royal Council
will be tabled to the state Fatwa Councils without any
amendment and later gazetted by the respective state.
The later method will be applied when there is a
request by the Muslim society for example on the
fatwa forbidding human cloning.

The main sources of references in issuing fatwa are
Al-Quran, Al-Sunnah, Al-Iimak and Al-Qiyas aside
from referring to the opinions of the Companions,
tabiin, and imams or through ijtihad jama'i. The
management of fatwas lies in the hands of the state.
Therefore, each state has its own administration of
Islamic law including its own fatwa institution. The
Muslims need to adhere to the fatwa gazetted or else
legal actions can be taken.

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PROCEDURES
ON FATWA
ISSUANCE IN
INDONESIA

As one of the countries with a sig-
nificant number of Muslim citi-
zens, the fatwa issue is seen as
important to be studied in
Indonesia. The three major organi-
zations providing input regarding
the development of the Indonesian
nation are Muhammadiyah,
Nahdatul Ulama and Majelis
Ulama Indonesia. Each organiza-
tion carries out different religious
research using different
terminologies such as Tarjih
(Muhammadiyah), Bahsul Masail
(Nahdatul Ulama) and Fatwa
(Majelis  Ulama  Indonesia).
Eventhough the three organizations
employ different terminologies, the
conclusion of their religious
research is done collectively using
different process, procedure and
manhaj. These differences should
be perceived positively because
they contribute to the enrichment
of Islamic thoughts.

Tarjih is one of the terminologies in
the Muhammadiyah organization.
Prior to making decision, Majlis
Tarjih will go through a first level
research process before tabling it in
the next meeting and finally to the
national level, Muktamar Tarjih.
The issues discussed are usually
proposals from the members and
leaders and chosen by the Supreme
Council. In determining certain
hukum, Majlis Tarjih does not
stand on one specific school or
thought. It also takes into account
the opinions of the imams of all the
schools of thought and the ulamas
as reference to the suitability of the
hukum with the content in al-
Qur'an and as-Sunnah. The
enforcement of all the decisions by
the Majlis Tarjih will only take
effect after they are enforced by the
Pimpinan Pusat Muhammadiyah.
Everybody is given the chance to
debate and correct the decisions

made provided he is able to bring
forward a stronger evidence or
dalil.

In comparison with the Tarjih
(Muhammadiyah), decision-mak-
ing system in Bahsul Masail
(Nahdatul Ulama) is done with
tagrir jama'i or ilhag or with istin-
bat approach. Tagqrir Jjama'i
approach obtains answers found in
al-Kutub al-Mu'tabarah. Whereas,
ilhag, which means ilhaq al-masail
bi nadzariha, is relating the issues
with matters of figh, which the
answers are already found in rele-
vant, established books. Istinbat
means to announce certain syara'
laws by applying al-gawa'id
al-fighiyyah ~ and al-gawa'id
al-usuliyyah approach. Among the
ulamas in Nahdatul Ulama, the
istinbath terminology is not very
popular as it is seen as the decision
of the previous ulamas of Mujtahid

The procedures on Fatwa issuance by Mailis Ulama Indonesia (MUI) decided that
each matter forwarded to the fatwa department must carefully and thoroughly
be studied by the members of the division or special group for at least one week

before it is tabled.
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Mutlag Therefore, they have sub-
stituted it with ittifag law. In their
opinion, the previous ulama studied
the hukum directly with reference
through al-Qur'an and Hadith,
compared to the present ulama who
only study the hukum with refer-
ence to the research done by previ-
ous ulamas.

The procedures on Fatwa issuance
by Majlis Ulama Indonesia (MUI)
decided that each matter forwarded
to the fatwa department must care-
fully and thoroughly be studied by
the members of the division or spe-
cial group for at least one week
before it is tabled. Issues with
clear-cut hukum (gath'i) will be
presented as they are. A fatwa will
automatically be void if there is

discrepancy with the al-Qur'an and
as-Sunnah. For contradictory
issues (khilafiah) among the school
of thoughts, fatwa issuance is based
on tarjih (the most concrete) com-
pared to figh mugaran (comparison
of figh), which applies the methods
in usul figh. After an in-depth and
comprehensive discussion by the
council members, the fatwa
issuance department will decide on
the fatwa. Each decision of fatwa
issuance will take effect after the
Supreme Council of Majlis Ulama
Indonesia produces an official
Fatwa Issuance letter.

In conclusion, all the three organi-
zations are the largest group in the
administration of fatwa related
matters in Indonesia. Even though

the terminologies used are differ-
ent, the purpose is still the same,
which is to discuss on fatwa.

As a whole, this working paper
gives an overview of the procedure
as well as the responsible organiza-
tions regarding fatwa in Indonesia.

THERE are 3 types or categories of fatwa in Malaysia,
which are in the form of answering to the questions
asked, fatwa as the outcome of meetings and fatwa,
which is officially announced. Normally, fatwa research
in Malaysia covers the administrative aspects, judicial
power and fatwa enforcement, fatwa development
methodology, and the role and fatwa effects on the soci-
ety. Nevertheless, there are only a few analytical
researches. Among the matters raised by the presenter
are the actual number of fatwas in Malaysia, where these
fatwa are stored and since when fatwa was issued.
Therefore it was suggested that all fatwas be compiled

according to their area or chapter and not according to
the year the fatwa is being issued. Among the challenges
faced in fatwa management nowadays are the problem of
fatwa compilation, lack of commitment (no full time
staff), lack of financial allocation and the constraint of
legal procedure considering fatwa as government docu-
ments.

IN discussing Mufti and fatwa, confusion may arise as to its
distinction with Syariah courts' judgment. Thus, before elab-
orating further on Mufti and fatwa, I would like to discuss first
the distinction between fatwa and Syariah courts' judgment. A
fatwa is a formal legal opinion given by an Islamic jurist or a
body of Islamic jurists in an answer to a question submitted to
the Islamic jurist or the body of Islamic jurists. In general, a
fatwa is distinct form a court's judgment in the sense that a
court's judgment binds parties before the court. On the other
hand, a farwa is only a general legal opinion given in response
to a question. A fatwa sometime may not refer to specific par-
ties or particular incidents and may not provide detailed justi-
fications for such opinion in contrast to the information and
reasoning found in a court's judgment. However the features
and status of fatwa in Malaysia are statutorily regulated. Thus
the meaning and status of farwa have to take into account pro-
visions of governing statutes. This led to the bureaucratization
of fatwa that may control questionable farwa from being
issued (which may cause unnecessary confusion and contro-
versy but which at the same time may restrict productive dis-
courses on Islamic law and related matters).

A Mufti is a person issuing fatwas. The Ruler or the Yang
di-Pertuan Agong appoints him. He is the chief authority, after
the Head of the Religion of Islam in a State or the Federal
Territories in matters of Islamic law. The first function of a
Muffi is to aid and advise the Ruler or the Yang di-Pertuan
Agong in respect of all matters of Islamic law. Secondly, a
Mufti on his own initiative or by request makes and publishes
in the Gazette, a fatwa on any unsettled or controversial ques-
tion of or relating to Islamic law. Thirdly, a Mufti can amend,
modify or revoke any fatwa that has been issued earlier by him
or a previous Mufti. Fourthly, a Mufti can direct a study to be
conducted regarding issues relating to Syariah.

States and Federal Territories, have Fatwa Committees
(Islamic Legal Consultative Committee). The Committee
consists of, among others, the Mufti, members of the Majlis
Agama Islam, fit and proper persons to be appointed by the
Majlis Agama Islam and officers of the Islamic Religious
Department. In matters of utmost importance or which are
controversial in nature, a Farwa Committee may deliberate
and issue a fatwa. The National Islamic Consultative
Committee or the National Farwa Committee (Jawatankuasa
Fatwa Kebangsaan) as a national body relating to fatwa was
set up under the Secretariat of the National Council of Islamic
Affairs, Malaysia (Majlis Kebangsaan Bagi Hal-Ehwal
Ugama Islam, Malaysia) in 1970. It was later placed under
the Islamic Affairs Division [Bahagian Hal-Ehwal Islam
(BAHEIS)], the Prime Minister's Department in 1984 and then
under the Department of Advancement of Islam of Malaysia

[Jabatan Kemajuan Islam Malaysia (JAKIM )], the Prime
Minister's Department in 1997.

A fatwa is not binding and enforceable unless and until it
is published in the respective State or Federal Territory
Gazette. Upon publication in the Gazette, a fatwa is binding
unless a person is permitted by Islamic law to depart from the
fatwa in matters of personal observance, belief or opinion.
Such a fatwa is binding on every Muslim resident in a State or
Federal Territory that has published the farwa. Syariah courts
in the particular State or Federal Territory must recognize such
afatwa as authoritative. A fatwa issued by the National Fatwa
Committee has no force in a State or Federal Territory unless
accepted by that State or Federal Territory. Nevertheless some
States provide explicitly for the adoption of advice and rec-
ommendation made by the National Farwa Committee which
has been agreed upon by the Conference of Rulers as an act or
observance which extends to the Federation as a whole.

It is an offence to act in contempt, disobey, defy or dispute
orders or directions given by way of farwas. Itis an offence
for unauthorized persons to give opinions contrary to any
fatwa for the time being in force in that State or Territory.
However, it is not an offence to disobey a fatwa if it is per-
mitted by Islamic law to depart form the fafwa in matters of
personal observance, belief or opinion.

Most statutes only provide that Syariah courts are bound
by fatwas. However, since fatwas are issued by persons or
bodies competent in Syariah, civil courts would not depart
from farwas in matters relating to Islam. Nevertheless, some
civil courts' decisions did depart form fatwas.

It is certainly outside the scope of this article to discuss
issues regarding fatwas in the administration of Islamic law in
Malaysia. However, it may be noted that there were criticisms
made against the enforcement of farwa. It was pointed out that
a binding fatwa is a form of delegated legislation since the
binding opinion was not made by the ordinary law-making
process which should include the Federal or State legislative
bodies. In some States, a binding farwa could well be made
by a Mufti alone without consulting other persons or commit-
tees. There were also complaints that there was no publication
of binding fatwas. However such criticisms have now to take
into account the official portal of farwas at
http://ii.islam.gov.my/e-fatwa/ manage by JAKIM. The effort
of JAKIM in disseminating fatwas by exploiting the informa-
tion communication technology should be applauded.
